The program is open to all senior class students enrolled in an accredited public or private secondary 

school. The DAR Good Citizen scholarship contest consists of two parts: PART I: (70%) consists of the student 

describing how he/she has tried to manifest the qualities of a good citizen.  This part may be completed at home and 

is to be submitted together with a copy of an official grade transcript and two letters of recommendation (one from 

a close adult associate (other than family) and the other from a school faculty member.  PART II (30%) is 

administered under the supervision of a faculty member or DAR member.
