Television Camera Operators-internship or on-call hourly
Responsible for operating  cameras at  weekly studio productions. Most programs are interview shows.  They occur primarily on Thursdays at the CMC studios. Shoots occur primarily between 8 AM and 5:00 PM depending on which show is being taped that day.  Shows range from .5 to 1 hour in length with additional time for setup and take down. Could be as many as 3 different shoots in a day.  There are a few studio productions that take place in the evening throughout the year as well.
Camera operators’ duties include:

1. Setting up and breaking down the equipment for each production.

2. Being familiar with studio cameras, intercoms, and audio equipment.

3. Being able to operate a camera in a live production capacity.

4. Being familiar with television etiquette and commands.

5. Being able to work with a technical director and taking direction from a director.
6. Being able to work in a professional manner in a television studio as a member of a team.

This is an opportunity to increase your skills as a camera person on quality studio cameras and develop your resume in television production with flexible scheduling.
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
