All Elmer A. Wolfe Elementary students are invited to participate in the Elmer A. Wolfe Elementary School Photography Contest.  Parents, please read these rules with your children carefully.  All photographs are due to Mrs. Praet by Friday, April  13, 2012.

GRADE LEVELS:

PreK-2, 3-5

PROCEDURES for the Elmer A. Wolfe Photography Contest:


All entries must be photographed by the student entering the photograph in the Contest. One photo per student per category!  This means, for example, a student cannot enter two color life photos.  The size of the photo does not matter for the Elmer Wolfe Contest.   Each photo must have a label on the back with the information below.  Please do not write directly on the back of the photo.  It ruins the picture.  Please put a piece of an index card or masking tape on the back with the following items:

DESCRIPTION:


The four subject areas may be taken in the two categories, color or monochrome and be submitted as a hard copy in either color or monochrome.

SUBJECT AREA:

LIFE STUDY – may include people or animals.

LANDSCAPE – may include general scenic, architecture, seascape, waterfalls, gardens, close-ups of flowers in gardens, general outside nature or items dealing with nature such as birdhouses.  Statuary by itself, though beautiful, does not fit in any of our categories. Statuary incorporated into a larger scene is Landscape.

3. STILL LIFE – usually indoors, a grouping arranged by the photographer, of two or more inanimate objects.  Cut flowers in a vase are considered still life.

4. SPECIAL EFFECTS – This is the subject area for Polaroid transfers, photograms, Kodaliths, special films, hand colored prints, and those drastically altered in software like Photoshop®.  Additional examples include cross-processing, long exposure zoomed images, double exposures, images greatly manipulated with software filters, Photoshop® creations and composites.  If digital darkroom work is the main attraction of the photo, enter it here.  Special Effects entries must include a written explanation of the effect or technique used.  Affix this explanation to the back of the entry.


PRODUCTION DATE:  Prints must have been produced since March 2011 and may not have been entered in a previous Elmer A. Wolfe Media Contest. 

Photography Showcase:  All photos will be displayed during an evening Open House on Thursday, May 10 from 6:30 – 8:00 in the media center.

Other Media News:  The book fair will be held during Media classes from February 28th through March 12th. The book fair will not be open before or after school.  The book fair family event will be on Thursday evening, March 1st from 5 to 8 pm.  The Elmer Wolfe PTO will host a spaghetti dinner as well from 5:30 to 7 pm in the cafeteria.
Kindergarten students can now take out two media books every week as long as they have returned their current media book.

Third Graders can take out three media books every other week as long as they have returned their two current media books.
Your photograph should tell a story. Even though your subject may be something very special to you, ask yourself some of these questions:


Could anyone understand it?


Does the photo touch human emotion beyond my own feelings?


Does the photo tell the story I want it to for the viewing audience?





Example: Your bicycle may be your most precious possession. The bicycle alone does not tell enough of a story to get the message across to the general audience.  Adding other features to it will enhance the story of the picture.  If you add other inanimate objects, enter it as a still life.  If you add outdoor features, enter it as a landscape.
