[image: image2.wmf]Children of families who qualify under the Free and Reduced Meal income guidelines, as well as children who are homeless or in foster care, are eligible for the Prekindergarten Program. All eligible children must be residents of Carroll County and 4 years old by September 1, 2010.

Prekindergarten is: 
· held five (5) days a week

· in session 2 ½ hours a day with breakfast or lunch

· of no cost to parents

Transportation is available but not guaranteed. If there are spaces left, CCPS may enroll children who have school readiness needs who are not economically disadvantaged. It is strongly recommended that parents pursue other preschools and not plan on the CCPS Prekindergarten intervention program in lieu of needed child care.
