2012-2013 PRELIMINARY INFORMATION PACKET FOR KINDERGARTEN
Kindergarten Registration for the school year 2012-2013 is scheduled for the week of March 26t h  -  March 30th between 8:00am – 3:30pm and until 7:00pm on Thursday, March 29th. Kindergarten is mandatory in the State of Maryland.  Every child admitted to the kindergarten program in the public schools in Maryland must be five years of age on or before September 1, 2012.  Parents can apply, however, for a “One Year Level of Maturity Kindergarten Waiver” if the parent feels it is in the best interest of the child to hold them back a year. The child must be enrolled in a Kindergarten program the following school year.  Maturity Waiver forms are available in our school office.  

Parents can apply for early entrance to kindergarten for students who turn 5 years old after September 1st and prior to October 1, 2012.  Applications are due no later than May 4th.  Applications will be available at school offices by March 26th.

If you have a child entering Kindergarten for the 2012-2013 school year, please be sure you return the form below to request a registration information packet.  Be sure to include the name of any siblings attending our school so that the packet can be sent home with them.  Please share this form with any relatives, friends or neighbors that may have children entering kindergarten for the 2012-2013 school year. If no siblings currently attend Manchester, the packet will be mailed. The materials in this packet can be completed prior to coming to school in March to register a child. (Please do not sign the enrollment form until you come to register).

What to bring with you when you come to kindergarten registration –

Your packet will include information on what to bring with you – Parents must provide picture ID for themselves when they come to register their child. Students may only be registered by their custodial parents or court appointed guardian. A step-parent or other family member may not enroll students. Also, please bring original verification of birth, verification of residence and a completed, but unsigned enrollment form.

Prior to a student entering school, the parent/guardian shall provide evidence that the child is immunized.  An immunization certificate will be included in the registration packet along with other medical forms that you and your child’s doctor will need to complete. All required health forms (i.e. physicals, immunization record, lead form and dental form) should be returned to the school completed in full by July 13, 2012.  Please arrange for any doctor appointments your child may need so that you can return the medical forms to us by July 13, 2012.

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                Mrs. Thomas's students are introduced to music ideas & Mrs. Steger and Mrs. Paxton's students are studying music elements in the context of a listening selection such as The Nutcracker Suite.  Ask your students about the mouse king with 7 heads or about the Waltz of the Flowers and the various parts they played.  We also are learning songs that reflect the winter season.

                Mrs. Steven's class is learning songs that students from different cultures would sing as they play group games.  While learning these pieces, we also focus on rhythm and melodic patterns and the beginnings of reading music notation.  Ask your child about the Japanese song that is sung with the rock, paper, scissors game.

                Mrs. Smith and Mrs. Kadis’s classes are just beginning to apply reading notation by learning to play the soprano recorder.  Stayed tuned (pun intended) for a classroom concert in late May or early June where these students will share their accomplishments.

Only students currently enrolled in grades K-12 in the Carroll County Public School System are eligible to participate.

Entries will be judged by the staff of Carroll Educational Television.

Monetary prizes will be awarded to the First, Second and Third place winning entries. (Prize money has been donated by Professional Video Associates.)  All winning entries will be broadcast on Channel 21.

Festival Timeline:

Videos and paperwork due to CETV by: March 30, 2012
Winners will be announced: May 11, 2012
Entry Categories:

There are three entry groups: Elementary, Middle and High.  If an entry is made by a group of students, it should be entered into the grade level of the oldest member of the group.

Parent/Guardian/Sponsor Signature:

All Entry Forms must be signed by a parent, guardian or sponsor.  This signature certifies that all work on the entry was completed by the student(s) entering the festival.

Awards:

Films will be competing for awards in the following categories:

Elementary: First place, Second place and Third place

Middle: First place, Second place and Third place

High: First place, Second place and Third place

Judging Criteria:

Films will be judged on the following criteria:

Creativity

Technical Composition

Overall Production Value

Entry Criteria: 

Films must satisfy the following technical specifications, content requirements and copyright issues:
Be submitted with a completed Entry Form.

Be limited to no longer than 5 minutes.

Be submitted in DVD or MiniDV formats only. 

Conform to a "G" or “PG” rating as described by the Motion Picture Association of America. 

Respect copyright laws. 

Not contain inappropriate language or statements that promote hatred towards an individual or community, such as sexism, racism, or any other forms of prejudice.  

Not contain gratuitous violence, including any weapons or blood.

Not show participants being in situations which might cause harm or injury to themselves or others.

Entries that have been submitted in another festival are permitted, though no entries that have been produced over 2 years prior to the entry date will be accepted.
ALL ENTRIES ARE REQUIRED TO FOLLOW ALL SAFE SCHOOLS POLICIES.
