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Medication

Please remember that students are not allowed to transport medicine to or from school. All prescription and over-the-counter medicine taken at school must be transported by an adult and be in it’s original container, with the student’s name printed on the label (prescriptions). All medicine must be accompanied by a medication consent form completed by a physician and signed by the physician and the parent. These forms are available from the school office.

Clothing for the Nurse’s Office

According to CCPS health policy, only new (unused) underwear may be given to students when needed. The health room is only able to stock a small amount of new underwear due to space and cost.
We are asking that parents/guardians send in an extra set of underwear and clothing for their child to use if needed during the school day. Clothing should be labeled and will be stored in student lockers or cubbies.

If your child needs to use underwear from the health room, please replace the underwear with a new pair as soon as possible. In the event that new underwear is not available, a parent/guardian will be contacted to bring in clean clothes for their child. 

Fever Policy

Fever is an elevation of the body’s normal temperature. Generally, a temperature of 100 degrees F (37.3 degrees C) or above may be considered a fever.

According to CDC guidelines, students who present with a temperature of 100 degrees or more shall not return to school until fever-free for 24 hours without medication.
Body temperatures are normally lower in the morning and a previously feverish student may again spike a fever as the day progresses.
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Congratulations to all of our beginners - they are making so much progress on their instruments!  Hopefully you are starting to hear a few "recognizable" tunes.  It takes time and PRACTICE to get through each song (reading the notes, holding the instrument properly, matching each note with the correct fingering, and then creating the proper sound), but many of our students are demonstrating success!  All students have been given a practice chart on which they are to indicate the number of minutes they practice each day at home.  Please ask your child about this sheet and help them in recording their daily practice time on it.  Practicing 10-15 minutes every day will go a long way toward helping them be successful and building their self-confidence!

Fifth grade instrumental music students are preparing music for our upcoming "Winter Concert", scheduled for Tuesday, December 13th at 9:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.  As a result, our full band rehearsals will be starting in early November - this will allow students the opportunity to hear how their part "fits" with the other instruments of the band.  Playing together encourages students to not only concentrate on their individual part, but to listen to what goes on around them as we strive to create a balanced ensemble sound.

All students participating in instrumental music will be receiving a Progress Report each marking period.  Students do not receive a letter grade for band/orchestra at the elementary level.  The progress report is simply a "checklist" indicating strengths and weaknesses (or areas that need improvement) in your child's performance.  Hopefully this will help guide your child in their practice efforts so they will be able to continue moving forward on their chosen instrument.  Please do not hesitate to let Mrs. Rees know if you have concerns regarding your child's progress in band or orchestra.
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The first quarter is coming to a close on November 3rd!  Please help your student keep their HIKE Ready, Set, Read minutes and journals up to date!  Our first drawing for prizes will be held by November 7th.
