From the Principal/Assistant Principal

Manchester Elementary has always been a school fortunate to be supported by parents, guardians, families and volunteers.  This year has been exceptional.  Despite many rainy evenings, the number of people showing up at Volunteer Trainings has been unbelievable.  PTA membership has doubled from last year.  Thank you to everyone in our school community who are continuing to show their support of our school.  If not for this support, we would never be able to achieve all we do for our students.

Last spring a school wide survey was conducted.  The survey was divided by grade level and by certain components of the school such as PBIS, PTA etc.  There was a great response to the survey.  Each grade level team, special area team, PBIS Committee and the PTA have been reviewing the results of the survey and using the data to make decisions for this school year.  

On Monday, October 3rd, Manchester Elementary students will participate in a very special event.  October 3rd is World Blue Shirt Day.  Blue Shirt Day has been designated as a day for an awareness of Bullying and why bullying types of behavior are not acceptable.  Students will participate in an assembly at school and are invited to wear blue shirts to school.  

The PTA’s Fun Run will be held on Friday, October 14th .  This is the one major fund raiser conducted by the PTA for the year.  The budget adopted by the PTA provides many resources directly to our students.  The budget hinges on a successful Fun Run. Information regarding the Run will be sent home by the PTA. School Closing/Early Dismissal 

Schools dismiss early on Monday, October 3rd.  Manchester Elementary students will dismiss at 12:30 p.m.  Schools will be closed on October 21st for students and 10 month staff.

Thanksgiving Week

Students who will be Parent Pick Up should bring a note to school stating they will be Parent Pick Up.  If something occurs during the day that will cause a need to change a child to be Parent Pick Up, please notify the school by 2:30 p.m.  The last hour of the day has many things occurring and we want to ensure all students get home the correct way. 

New Start/Dismissal Times for Manchester Elementary  2012-2013 School Year

As many of our families are already aware, Manchester Elementary will have new beginning and ending times starting next school year.  For the 2012-2013 school year, Manchester students will start the day at 9:30 a.m. (45 minutes later than the current start time).  Dismissal will begin at 4:00 p.m. (45 minutes later than the current dismissal time).  It is not too early to begin planning ahead for how these changes will impact morning and afternoon routines next school year.
