Scholastic Testing and Achievement
All students participate in state-wide testing required for graduation. All 10th and 11th graders are offered the PSAT.  
Schedule
Manchester Valley students can earn a maximum of eight credits per year. We operate on a semester / block schedule (80 min. class periods), allowing four courses per day, per semester.  Half credit courses are completed in nine weeks and one credit courses in eighteen weeks.  
A small number of courses run all year on an alternating, every-other-day schedule.  A 40-minute flex mod, called S.E.T. (Student Enrichment Time) is provided to students in between mod 1 and mod 2.
Student Activities and Programs
Manchester Valley High School offers a broad program of interscholastic sports that offer equal opportunities for male and female athletes.  Several sports have freshmen, junior varsity and varsity designations. We also offer over 25 active clubs and organizations, of which a comprehensive list is available upon request.

All students enter one of four Career Academies in January of their freshmen year. To earn an Academy Certificate, however, students must earn 6 or more credits in related courses that are not used towards their graduation requirements. The four career academies are:

Career Connections
Career Connections is Maryland’s school-to-career system that links students, schools, and workplaces in an effort to provide young people with meaningful credentials and skills, as they prepare for further training and the professional world.  High school students have numerous opportunities to learn firsthand about the world of work, including mock interviews, job shadows, and structured career internships.  Students who have received credit for a Career Connections activity will have one of the following noted on their transcript: Career Related Work Experience, Agriculture Co-op Work Experience, Research and Development.  Students receive one credit for every 132 hours spent in an internship or work experience.  Student interns can earn up to 2 credits in their senior year in any one of these programs.
Advisory Program
Advisory is a small learning community within our school that provides students an adult advocate in an academic setting.  This program provides a supportive learning environment in which students develop a sense of belonging, mutual respect, and positive social skills. Because students remain in the same Advisory all four years, it becomes an ideal environment in which to help ensure opportunities for the success of all students as they become productive members of a diverse and complex society.
