All participants will be notified by the Guidance Department 
once the representative is selected.  That student will be required to complete 
the “Official application”, to be submitted to the Carson Scholars Committee.  

 

This application includes: a required essay (750 word maximum), tran-
script, student profile, and community service activities. Submission of  an ap-
plication does not guarantee an award.
