Agenda Books:   Trying  to cut costs.  School orders around 825 books.  PTO spent approximately $4628 for the current year’s books.  The Principal is considering similar books minus the Character Education portion of the book and minus a separate Teacher’s Book.  Total cost would be approximately $2462.55.

School Improvement:  School is hoping to invest in upgrading their technology (document cameras, overhead projector type equipment, etc.)  Principal presented  information to PTO on a system to be used in the Media Center, information at  promotheanworld.com. The equipment is approved by CCPS.  No vote was taken by PTO on this expenditure.
