 NEED  INTERVENTION RESPONSIBILITY 
1. Appropriate medication Supply Epi-Pens and Benadryl with 

MD’s order and plan 
Parent 

2. Ready access to medication Establish safe and convenient 
storage of Benadryl and Epi-Pens 

Administrator/Teacher/Nurse 

3. Student Medical 
Identification 

Encourage student to wear a            
Medical Alert necklace or bracelet 

**Parents and teachers will stress to 
student the importance of letting 
someone know if they believe they 
have had an exposure.

4. Quick response to exposure   Establish signal if student/ staff 
thinks there has been an 
exposure  

 Be aware of students initial 
symptoms of Allergen 
exposure and recognize them 

 Know location of Epi-Pen and 
administer at first sign of 
allergic reaction.  Staff will be 
Epi-Pen trained as needed. 
**Stay with student until 
Nurse relieves you.          
(There are no medical 
contraindications for the use 
of Epinephrine for a Life-
threatening allergic 
reaction.)
